Alan F. Blumberg has been announced as a new member 
of the Board of Trustees of The Coastal Stewards, a nonprof-
it conservation organization dedicated to the protection 
and study of marine life and the coastal ecosystem.

With over four decades of experience in oceanography 
and climate modeling, Blumberg’s contributions have been 
widely recognized.

Together with 
George Mellor, he developed the Princeton Ocean Model, 
which is used by more than 5,700 research and operational 
groups from 70 countries.

For 15 years, he was George Meade Bond Professor 
of Ocean Engineering and director of the Davidson 
Laboratory at Stevens Institute of Technology, where 
he led several major studies to predict and assess storm 
flooding events. He is the recipient of the 2001 Karl Emil 
Hilgard Hydraulic Prize from the American Society of 
Civil Engineers (ASCE) and the 2007 Denny Medal from 
the Institute of Marine Engineering. A Fellow of both 
AMS and the ASCE, Blumberg is the author of more than 
150 journal articles on oceanography and meteorolo-
gy. Because of his extensive research expertise, he is 
often sought after by the media during unusual weather 
conditions. 

Until early this year, she served as an elected member of 
the AMS Council, overseeing the business and financial 
operations of the Society. She recently served as cochair of 
the AMS 2024 Annual Meeting.

Averyt holds a Ph.D. in geological and environmental 
science from Stanford University. She received a master’s 
in chemistry from the University of Otago in Dunedin, New 
Zealand, where she studied on a U.S. Fulbright Fellowship. 
Averyt graduated magna cum laude from the University 
of Miami with dual bachelor’s degrees in chemistry and 
marine science.
